(If you have lost your DD-
214 or it has been damaged, you may obtain a new one by calling 1-866-272-6272 or by go-
ing online to https://vetrecs.archives.gov)

¢ Fill out a simple application form and the staff will take your photograph and issue you an
ID card.

NJ Special Hawker and Peddlers License - Title 45: 24-9 N.J.S.A.

« Eligibility: Veterans of the Armed Forces of the United States.

¢ Criteria: Every person who has been honorably discharged from active military service of
the United States and who is a resident in the State.

« Application: Copy of DD-214 (Separation from Active Duty) and proof of Monmouth County
Residency is presented to the County Clerk in which the veteran resides.
